Mission:
‘Restaurant

If you own or work at a struggling
South Florida restaurant, the pro-
ducers of Food Network’s “Restau-
rant Impossible” want to hear from
you. On every episode of the show,
chef Robert Irvine remakes a failing
restaurant, taking aim at everything
from decor to menu and training.

“It needs to be a restaurant that is
quite literally struggling, a restaurant
that’s nearly on the way out, that’s
been losing a lot of money over the
last few months or year;” casting
producer Mathew Klickstein says.

Many of the owners of restaurants
featured on the show have not been
paying themselves and are thinking
about shutting their doors. Since the
show is coming to South Florida,
Klickstein says the full-service res-
taurant should be on the beach or
within a mile of the beach. They’d
like to title the show “Paradise Im-
possible”

“We really want a restaurant
where you get that paradise sense:
palm trees, white sands,” explains
Klickstein, who says it would also be
helpful if staff included some inter-
esting characters.

Shooting will take place over two
days in mid April.

Klickstein says that unlike similar
restaurant-makeover shows, “Res-
taurant Impossible” has been putting
restaurants back on track for eight
years.

“Aside from the national and
regional publicity that being on the
show can elicit, Robert Irvine and his
team really know what they’re doing.
Our success rate is extremely high,”
Klickstein argues. “A vast majority of
our restaurants are still in business
years later”

A lot to like about Juanes

Colombian rocker’s new album offers synthed-up
sound, courtesy U2 producer Steve Lillywhite.

When last we heard from
Colombian rocker Juanes,
the Key Biscayne resident’s
charismatic energy was on
high beam for “Juanes: MTV
Unplugged,” the 2012 live set
recorded at the New World
Center on Miami Beach that
went on to win a Grammy
for best Latin pop album.

A follow-up to the under-
whelming 2010 studio album
“P.A.RC.E.” the Juan Luis
Guerra-produced “Un-
plugged” was an ideal set-
ting for the organic warmth
and pure, rock 'n’ roll revelry
that radiates from Juanes,
especially on such sing-
along hits as “Es Por Ti,” “A
Dios le Pido” and “La Cami-
sa Negra.”

Handsome, articulate and
politically fearless, Juanes
has always seemed ripe for
the kind of crossover that
longtime followers regard
with suspicion if not out-
right horror. This may ex-
plain the look you see on the
faces of those fans as their
headphones fill with “Mil
Pedazos” (1,000 Pieces), the

produced by Steve Lilly-
white, most famous for his
work with Irish rock icons
U2.

Bumping along to a key-
board-bedazzled dance beat,
with Juanes falling in and
out of an Enrique Iglesias-
style falsetto, “Mil Pedazos”
is just the kind of ultra-
produced pop confection
that Juanes adherents dread
most. Bruce Springsteen
fans may recall the shudder
they felt at the pandering
“Dancing in the Dark.”

Fear not. Redemption
comes quickly on “Loco de
Amor”

The title track is a suc-
cessful mixed marriage of
classic conga and fuzzy
synthesizers, its irresistible
bounce swinging seamlessly
into the handclap-driven
rocker “La Luz” and the
twangy mandolin-and-synth
mashup “La Verdad” (the
falsetto works this time).

For fans of Juanes the
uncomplicated romantic, the
album’s salvation is com-
plete with “Una Flor;” a
shimmering, joyful love
letter on the order of “Es Por
Ti,” Juanes’ acoustic guitar

Enamoré de Ti” is a reward-
ing power ballad, with gentle
interludes of classical guitar,
violin and cello, that seems
destined for the setlist of
Juanes’ next tour.

Lillywhite leads the singer
to some unusual places on
the second half of the album:
“Delirio” lurches to life with
a dark, urban dance thump
that would do Depeche
Mode proud before finding
its footing on more sturdy
and familiar power-pop
terrain.

“Persiguiendo el Sol,” zags
the other way with a South-
ern-rock guitar opening and
a sunny, windows-rolled-
down rock vibe sprinkled
with waves of Edge-style
guitar. It’s a pleasant ride.

With its reliance on syn-
thesizers and other tools of
the modern-rock motif,
“Loco de Amor” risks turn-
ing off fans unaccustomed to
hearing Juanes so plugged
in. But the singer, who ac-
knowledged some burnout
after the release of
“PARC.E.” had to go some-
place new, and “Loco de
Amor” is a strong bridge to
Juanes’ sound of the future.
