Big ‘O’ Festival
is for the birds!

Fun will include stargazing,
photo workshops, lectures,
swampbuggy rides, more.

Grab your binoculars and your camera because
the 14th annual Big “O” Birding Festival is March
11-16 on the shores of Lake Okeechobee in Hendry
County.

The event spotlights the migratory birds in rural
South Central Florida, home to more than 250 spe-
cies, including limpkins, swallow-tailed kites and
painted buntings, which fly through in October and
April.

Trips to Audubon’s Lake Okeechobee Sanctuary,
only accessible by airboat, is new to this year’s fes-
tival. Guided birding trips, photo workshops, star-
gazing, swampbuggy tours, pontoon rides and lec-
tures are all part of the fun.

Several great birding trails within the region in-
clude Dinner Island Ranch, Okaloacoochee Slough
State Forest, Spirit of the Wild, Stormwater Treat-
ment Area #5 (STA5) in Hendry County, and Fis-
heating Creek Wildlife Management Area —
East & West in Glades County.

Festival-goers are likely to
see fulvous whistling-ducks
and mottled ducks;
shorebirds like black-
necked stilt; wad-
ers such as roseate
spoonbill, wood stork and least bittern; and spe-
cialty raptors including crested caracara, snail kite
and barred owl.
