Goodwin said she’ll
talk about comparisons
to the communications’
sea change and the In-
dustrial Revolution in
Teddy Roosevelt’s time
that both “squeezed the
middle class.”

“One of my favorite
moments in the book is
about the nervous disor-
ders, because the pace of

l i fe had picked up so
much. People had moved
from the country,” she
said.

Why does the festival
keep asking Goodwin
back, the only author
who’s a festival regular?
And why is she so popu-
lar with festival audienc-
es?

“The easy answer is
that it’s because she’s
D o r i s . S h e ’ s s m a r t ,
charming, amusing, in-
terested in people and
without pretension,” said
Cynthia Brown, in her
second year as chair-
woman of the Authors &
Ideas program. “Her
talks are always inform-
ative, and she seems to
have a limitless font of
informat ion to share
with us.”

The authors are cho-
sen to appeal to a cross-
section of festival goers.

“We try to bring a mix
of current events, litera-
ture and thought-pro-
voking ideas,” Brown
said in an email.

“So this year, we have
[James] Fallows, who
will talk on China, which
is an important topic
right now. We have three
speakers who will en-
hance our understanding
of what it means to be
human: Daniel Levitin on
‘Your Brain on Music’;
B a r b a r a S c h m i d t o n
‘Vicktor Frankl’s Man’s
Search for Meaning’;
and National Humanities
Aw a r d w i n n e r A n n a
Deavere Smith on ‘Find-
ing Grace Through Ad-
versity.’

“Our quality of speak-
ers is very high, and we
feel that there is some-
thing of interest for ev-
eryone,” Brown said.
