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Pinsky in Boca Raton: Echoes of
Sonny Rollins, Sid Caesar, Mos Def

Poet, essayist and educator Robert
Pinsky is the son of Long Branch, N.J,, the
same working-class town that spawned
the elegiac rock 'n’ roll of Bruce Spring-
steen. And like the Boss, Pinsky has made
much of his art about and for the com-
mon man.

The popularity of his work prompted
the Library of Congress to appoint Pinsky
to an unprecedented three terms as
United States poet laureate in 1997-2000,
when he established the Favorite Poem
Project, which explored poetry’s place in
civic life in America. Pinsky is the only
member of the American Academy of
Arts and Letters to have appeared on
“The Simpsons” and “The Colbert Re-
port”

A former Pulitzer Prize nominee and
director of the creative writing program
at Boston University, Pinsky sometimes
intertwines his poetry with music of a
jazz ensemble, and he has produced two
CDs with Grammy-winning pianist Lau-
rence Hobgood, “PoemJazz” and “Po-
emJazz IT: House Hour”

On Tuesday, March 5, Pinsky will offer
a “PoemJazz” reading at Festival of the
Arts Boca, which continues through
March 10 with more authors, music,
dance and other offerings. In advance of
his performance, Pinsky answered ques-
tions about his work.

Forty years ago this year, you wrote
the book-length poem addressed to
your young daughter, “An Explanation
of America,” in which you said, “A
country is the things it wants to see”’
Which is a prescient assessment of
where we are today. If you had to ex-
plain America to your young daughter
today, what would you say?

Yes, I'm afraid it turned out that we
wanted to see a semi-pretend big shot tell

people they are fired: a fantasy of power.
As with the parts of “Explanation of
America” about xenophobia, nativism,
stirrings of fascism, I wish that “wants to
see” were not prophetic.

My daughter has children who are
about the age she is when I addressed the
poem to her. As in the poem, I'd hope to
tell them about the better things we want
to see: the images of “The Eagle Stirreth
Her Nest”; the students performing an
all-women production of Shakespeare’s
“The Winter’s Tale”; the Sierras; the
Vietnamese-language radio station.

You had a lower-middle class up-
bringing in New Jersey. What is the
most important thing you carry with
you from that experience?

My father was briefly unemployed and
we lived in a “bad” neighborhood, on the
shores of a white island, with two bed-
rooms for the couple and their three kids.
But my parents were high-class in a cer-
tain way: pretty people, good dancers,
excellent joke tellers, elegant dressers,
and above all scornful of certain conven-
tional deference paid to money, the right
schools, all of that. Oddly, that was good
preparation for pursuing poetry, consid-
ering it more glorious than accumulating
billions of dollars or followers.

You play the saxophone. Who are
your musical heroes and what influ-
ence have they had on your writing?

The melody of sentences is at the heart
of my writing. I want the reader to hear
that music, like the people — non-poets!
— at FavoritePoem.org. When I perform
“PoemJazz,” as in this upcoming per-
formance with musicians Neil Bacher
and Peter Bocklus, I hope my voice is like
a horn. If it’s not too presumptuous,
something like the playing of Dexter
Gordon or Sonny Rollins.
